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PARIS (AP)—President Charles de Gaulle said Wednesday the
world monetary system should be scrapped for the gold standard—and
he warned that France would oppose any reform not based on the "im-
mutability, impartiality and universality" of gold.

He said the crisis of the dollar and the pound sterling "proved that
the present system is not
only inequitable but hence-
forth inapplicable."

Continuing "to impose"
the system, he said, "would
be to condemn the free
world to grave economic,
social and political trials.
A monetary system based
on gold, which alone has
the character of immu-
tability, impartiality and
universality, should be put
into practice."

France, he said, "reserves
her freedom of action regard-
ing any measures tcnd-ng to
delay" such reforms. This was
seen as a threat that France
would not go along with inter-
national monetary reform pro-
posals backed by the world's
principal industrial nations.

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SAIGON CAP) — America!
Div. units killed ill North Viet-

The chief Americal action
was 25 miles northwest of Chu
Lai, where American infantry,
artillery and the division's 1st
Armored Cav« units combined
to kill 64 Communists in a stiff,
but brief, fight at duskt

Eight Americans were wound-
ed, according to incomplete re-
ports from the field.

The other Americal skir-
mishes ranged throughout its

•-. command area on the coastal
"• plain and Piedmont, about 340

miles north of Saigon, and in-
cluded another 1st Armor ac-
tion that claimed 22 Communist
dead.

Meanwhile, an apparent still
pervaded other fronts and there
were fresh appraisals picturing
the Communists from the De-

militarized Zone to War 2one
C as retraining and refitting for
their next move.

"He (the Communists) hasn't
given up his goal of dominating
South Vietnam, nor has he giv*
en up his goal of achieving mili-
tary victories for political pur-
poses," a source said Wednes-
day at Phu Bai, the newest of
South Vietnam's corps areas.

E a r l i e r Wednesday, tl.S*
spokesmen in Saigon said that
five hardcore Viet Cong regi*
ments with some 13,000 men
have faded into their jungle
hideouts near the Cambodian
border, easing the immediate
threat of a second invasion of
Saigon,

The regiments — units of the
V i e t Cong-North Vietnamese
5th, 7th and Oth Divs.—were
hurt in the Lunar New Year
offensive triggered Jan. 31 but
they have recruited youths and
men to replace their losses and
are now training them in their
C and D war zones, the offi-
cials added.

In the 10 days that Operation
Quyet Thang has been under
way, American and Vietnamese
troops have reported killing 903
enemy soldiers in s p o r a d i c
fighting. The engagements were
believed to involve local-force
guerrilla or rear guard ele-
ments of the main enemy force
that side stepped the action.

Allied casualties so far in the
operation are,34 American sol-
diers killed and 308 wounded
and 46 government troops killed
and 139 wounded. In addition to
the 903 enemy soldiers slain,
204 suspects have been de-
tained.

In the latest engagement in
Quyet Thang, a battalion of 400;
Vietnamese Rangers caught a,
band of Viet Cong napping near
a stream just five miles south'
of Saigon Tuesday and killed 21
in a five-hour chase.

Viet Cong terrorists, who
went into hiding when govern-
ment troops and police drove
Viet Cong military units out ,of
Saigon, have started a new
string of assassinations in Chol-
on, the Chinese section of the
city.

Tuesday night, two civilians
were slain by machine gun-
wielding terrorists and the night
before two other civilians and
one policeman were killed and
a third civilian was wounded.

In the Mekong Delta 80 miles
southwest of Saigon, Commu-
nist gunners shot down a U.S.
Army UH1 helicopter Tuesday
morning but the crewmen were
not wounded, the U.S. Com-
mand reported.

In ground action Wednesday,
spokesmen said a column of 1st
Armored Cav. tanks eight miles
north of Tarn Ky were fired at
by Viet Cong gunners on river
sampans.

Tiie troopers returned fire
from .50-caliber machine guns
and 90-millimeter tank guns,
killing 22 Viet Cong and sinking
13 sampans in the fight 345
miles northeast of S a i g o n ,
spokesmen said.

The c o 1 u in n reported no
American casualties.

T h e r e we: e continued air
strikes in support of the Ma-
rines and Vietnamese troops at
Khe Sanh. 115 rounds of Com-
munist artillery fire hit the
camp. U.S. casualties were
termed light.

SAIGON (AP) — P o l i c e
swooped down on Saigon's ex-
tensive black market Wednes-
day, acting on orders from
President Nguyen Van Thieu.
They closed thousands of the
stalls selling purloined goods.

Barbed-wire barricades were
thrown around many of the
stalls, indicating police meant
to keep the black m a r k e t
closed.

In the pa»t, raids on black
market activities have been on-
ly temporary, with, the curbside
merchants springing back into
business within a few clays,
selling goods illegally obtained
from the U.S. post exchanges
or diverted from U.S. aid meant
for civilian victims of the war.

The crackdown is part of a
nationwide effort ordered by
Thieu to eliminate corruption
from his administration in .the
face of the Communist offen-
sive.

SAIGON (AP)—Half of t h e

schools in the Saigon area are
back in operation following the
Viet Cong's Lunar New Year
offensive a month and a half
ago, U.S. officials said Wednes-
day.

The closing of the black mar-
ket is a more visible gesture,
since the stalls tend to congre-
gate in areas of the city seen
by visiting congressmen and
U.S. newsmen.

SAIGON ( U P O - A i r m c n at
Tun Son Nhut airbase Wednes-
day paid tribute to the men who
defended it against the Viet
Cong during the Tet offensive
and to those who died in the
fighting.

U.S. Air Force men held an
early morning memorial service
for the four Americans who

died in the Jan. 31 attack on the
base.

A squad fired a volley of
three rounds and U.S. Army
helicopters flew overhead in
memory of the fallen airmen,

The boats, called "Swifts",
are the same type the U.S.
Navy is using to patrol the
coast of South Vietnam in Op-
eration Market Time — a series
of anti-infiltration patrols which
prevent the Viet Cong and North
Vietnamese from moving sup-
plies and men into South Viet-
nam by sea.

The plan, according to Lt.
David C. Brown, commander,
Coastal Div. 11, the unit or-
ganizing , and conducting the
training, calls for Vietnamese
use of Swift boats to patrol two
areas presently patrolled by
U.S. Navy units. Eventually, the
operation will be completely un-
dertaken by the Vietnamese
Navy. i

Of the 71 seamen sent here
for training by the Vietnamese
Navy headquarters in Saigon, 48
are being trained especially as
boat crews. The remainder will
serve as reserve crew mem-
bers and maintenance person-
nel.

Each Vietnamese crew will
consist of four enlisted men and
two officers, serving as com-
manding officer and executive
officer. This differs from the
U.S. Navy manning level of one
officet-in-charge and five en-
listed crewmen. The training
started in mid-October when the
first trainees, about half of
•whom had graduated from the
Naval Training Center at Nha
Trang, arrived here.

The officers who have trained
those men aboard their boats
have nothing but the highest
praise for them.

ABOVE KHE SANH, Vietnam
(DPI) — Capt, Charles Rush-
for th pointed the nose of his
s in a 11, two-seater observation
plane toward the Khe Sanh
valley floor and began diving to
the pock-marked earth.

Whining and groaning under
the pull of gravity, the "Bird
Dog" airplane rocked a little as
a rocket jumped away from a
pod slung under the wing. The
rocket zoomed toward the earth
at a speed nearly equal that
of sound.

After a fiery explosion a .small
white ball of smoke billowed up.
The spot on the Khe Sarih val-
ley floor was marked for de-
struction.

The target, a suspected North
Vietnamese mortar position that
had been playing havoc with
U.S. Marines at the western end
of the Khe Sanh base camp,

had been relayed to Rushworth,
a U.S. Air Force forward air
controller "FAC."

"Now you're going to see
some airpower," the 28-year-old
pilot from Wethersfield, Conn.,
said to a newsman sitting be-
side him.

Overhead circled two Air
Force FIDO jet fighter bombers,
code-named "Gusty" One and
Two.

DA NANG,' Vietnam —
When a C123 Provider ar-
rives at the embattled Ma*
rine outpost at Khe Sanh
to drop off supplies and
men, the pilot doesn't ling-
er to enjoy the view.

With in three minutes after
landing, the Providers start
their take-off runs to avoid Com-
munist rocket and mortar fire.
The strip at Khe Sanh offers a
good target for the Communist
gunners, and the target only be-
comes more tempting when a
plane is on it.

But despite bad weather, low
fog ceilings and heavy ground
fire, C123 Provider pilots make
daily landings at the forward
base with their cargo. The Pro-
viders of the 315th Air Com-
mando Wing are used in this
situation because they can land
jn a small area. Their job is to
provide t r o o p s , ammunition,
food and fuel to Khe Sanh, and
to evacuate wounded from the
base, which has no other source
of supply except C130 air drops
and helicopters.

On a recent flight, the load-
master informed his nervous
passengers at Da Nang: "If we
get fire while going in, well, we
are going in anyway." The
nervousness was not relieved
when he also said: "Passengers
will keep their seats until the
cargo is unloaded. No one will
leave the aircraft until all cargo
is gone. We don't want you get-
ting in the way of the unload-
ing, and we may need your help
in getting the cargo off."

According to the pilots, land-
ing at Khe Sanh is similar to
landing on an aircraft carrier.
The approach must be perfect,
and even when it is, rocket or
mortar fire may force the land-
ing aircraft to make extra
passes over the strip before
coming down.

Air Force Lt. Col. Joe M.
J a c k s o n , commander of the
311th Air Commando Sq. detach-
ment, says: "My aircrews are
doing an air and ground deliv-
ery job that, defies imagina-
tion."

The pilots themselves agree
that theii' three minutes on the
ground at Khe Sanh feels like
three hours. Recently one of the
supply planes was hit by enemy
fire and crashed in flames be-
yond the Marine, lines. All 49
men aboard plane were killed.
It wasn't the f irs t plane lost
over Khe Sanh, and it probably
won't be the last.

But the flights are vi ta l to the
5,000 Marines at Khe Sanh, and
so they will continue.
